1. Mounting procedure (Fig. 1)

(1)Removing the latch

* Prepare the drive unit of the applicable V handle.

- Loosen the latch mounting screw and Rainforcing plate fixing screws of
the drive unit to remove the latch.

(2)Mounting the shaft holder (Fig. 2)

- Mount the shaft holder on the drive unit with the shaft holder mounting
screw. And mount the rainforcing plate on the drive unit with the
rainforcing plate fixing screws. At that time, be sure to insert a conical
spring washer accrding to the fig.

- Set the shaft holder to the position of the turn base according to fig.3.

(3) Mounting the latch
* Mount the latch that was removed in (1) on the shaft with a split pin
and bend the tip of that split pin along the latch as shown in fig.4.
(4) Mounting the shaft guide and extension shaft (Fig. 5)
- Mount the shaft guide on the drive unit with the shaft guide mounting
screw.
- Pass the shaft (extension shaft) to which the latch was attached in(3)
through the shaft guide to mount it in the shaft holder and tighten
the shaft fixing screw.
- For the extension shaft mounting direction, see Fig. 5.

2. Adjustment of the depth (Fig. 6 and Table 2)

- When setting size H including the extension shaft, cut the shaft
according to the formula below.
