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1. Unpacking

(1) Check that the type and contact arrangement match the requested
specifications.

(2) Make sure that no parts have been lost or damaged.

2. Storage
Store the unit in the packing box. Do not store the packing box in a location
subject to high temperature, high humidity, corrosive gas, or direct sunlight.

3. Mounting and removal
(1) Mounting

« Remove the transparent cover (1) , which is mounted on the side of
contactor, with a pair of tweezers. (Fig.1)

« Put the projection (2) of auxiliary contact unit into the dent @ of contactor.
Slide the auxiliary contact unit about 15mm, and the auxiliary contact
unit will be fit into the groove (3) of contactor. (Fig.2)

« Put the auxiliary contact unit into the end of grooves. (Fig.3)

(2) Remover

« While making about 2mm space between the auxiliary contact unit and
the contactor by pulling the auxiliary contact unit in the direction of the
arrow A, remove the auxiliary contact unit in the direction of the arrow B.
